RULES FOR EXCHANGES

Below are a few things that you need to consider carefully and understand.

While on exchange you are acting as an ambassador of Denmark and more specifically Herlufsholm Skole. This is a position
not to be taken lightly, as your time with the host school obviously leaves a deep and lasting impression and one that will affect

future exchange prospects with that institution. To help you with this, read and understand the following points and why they
are in place

A. The student must abide by the regulations of the particular school concerned.

You must act positively as a member of the school and boarding house or host family and fulfill responsibilities and
perform duties appropriate to your age.

C. While visiting the host country, you must abide by its laws.

D. You may be permitted to travel only when you are accompanied by a staff member, host parents or when participating in
an organised trip. At any other time it is with the express permission of the Host Houseparent/Headteacher of the Host
School.

You will keep a journal while on exchange and be prepared to give a written report of your exchange for publication in
your host school’s magazine/journal. We are happy to provide you with stimulus questions. Upon your return you will

either make a presentation to a school assembly, write an article for the school paper or write a report. Moreover, you will
participate in a de-briefing session.

Det at komme pa udveksling er pa alle mader en uforglemmelig oplevelse, som vil veere med til at
udvikle dig og vise dig mere om, hvad du indeholder som menneske foruden at give dig et indblik i en
anden kultur og skolesystem. For at det hele skal forlgbe sa smidigt som muligt for alle parter, er der
en rakke forhold, du og dine foraeldre skal vaere opmarksomme p3, inden du sgger.

Nar du har faet tilkendegivelse om at vi vil forsgge at etablere en udveksling til dig, kan det veere en
god ide at kigge forbi Marianne Ring pa Fritidskontoret eller Ann Hansen pa Round Square kontoret
lgbende (et par gange om ugen) for at holde dig orienteret om udviklingen.
